Meeting Minutes — May 11, 2010

President Frank Tencza called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.

Fran Levesque gave some details, and paperwork will be available in September), Farmer’s Market at Hampden
Bank (on Wednesdays — 10’ by 10’ canopy), and Crane Park.

Frank suggested that the membership read the Valley Arts Newsletter to gain information on area arts
happenings.

Vice President’s Report — Caryl MacLeod informed the membership the State of Massachusetts is holding a
contest for a Christmas card of the State House.
